A. Absolutely not. These expanded “browse” listings are available to all Woodland Chamber
members at no cost as part of your membership.
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NO-FRILLS MARKETING/NETWORKING

Meeting 4 weeks during each month, the group will
enjoy no-frills marketing/networking. In other words,
the meetings will provide basic marketing and
networking opportunities and emphasize referrals
between attendees.

Each week the group will engage in either traditional
marketing/networking (first & third weeks) or speed
networking (second & fourth weeks).

During the first and third weeks’ meetings, one
attendee of the group will be given time to share any
presentation, discussion, etc that they might want to
share. If they want to do a presentation on their
business, that is fine. If they want to host a
roundtable discussion on a topic of their choosing,
that’s fine. It will be their marketing time to do
whatever they wish.

During the second and fourth weeks’ meetings, there
will be no speaker. The emphasis will be on speed
networking. In speed networking, attendees sit at a
table of 4, each having 3 minutes to share their
information with the other attendees. After 12
minutes, the attendees are shuffled between tables,
and another round is held. Time is allowed for 3
rounds of 12 minutes each.
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The meetings will begin on time and end on time,
allowing 1 hour each week and minimizing the time
attendees will be away from work. Late arriving
attendees will miss the portion of the meeting that has
already passed as a courtesy to those arriving on
time. Attendees will be able to network between
themselves either before or after the meetings as they
wish.

Referrals to other attendees will be a main intent of
each meeting. Emphasis will be placed on meeting
with as many attendees as possible outside of the
regular meetings to establish business relationships
which will foster referrals. While these meetings and
referrals are not mandatory, it is hoped and assumed,
that peer pressure will come to “pear” on those not
interested in “sharing” with others.

It is planned that there will be no fee either to “join”
the group or to attend meetings. Neither will there be
penalties for lack of attendance, other than loss of
exposure to your potential clients and networking
partners. Competition within industries will be
weicome, as will be guests and new attendees.
